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A major new exhibition celebrating 100 years of naval aviation will be opened by HRH The Duke 
of Edinburgh on Friday 3rd July.
The new Fly Navy 100 exhibition dramatically illustrates the remarkable speed of development 
in Naval aviation, from airships and early biplanes to the formidable Sea Harrier.  Nine aircraft 
and a series of cinema presentations tell the story.
Included within the exhibition are the first aircraft to have taken part in a naval battle in 1916 - a 
Short 184, the first helicopter to be commissioned by the Royal Navy - a Westland Dragonfly, 
the Sea King helicopter flown by HRH Prince Andrew during the Falklands conflict and a Sea 
Harrier which shot down an Argentinian Sky Hawk.
